VIRGINIA-CAROLINA MORGAN HORSE CLUB

HIGH POINT AWARD

RULES

The Annual Virginia-Carolina Morgan Horse Club High Point Awards are presented to registered Morgan Horses scoring the highest number of points accumulated in classes specified below.  The Awards are an accumulation of points in Morgan and Non-Morgan (Open) Classes.  There is no charge for the awards program but you must be a member of the Virginia-Carolina Morgan Horse Club before any points will count.  

AWARDS ARE GIVEN IN THE FOLLOWING DIVISIONS:
ADULT DIVISION

A. ENGLISH PLEASURE – The AKM Manhattan Memorial Challenge Trophy, Est. 2005 – This award includes all English Pleasure Classes. Trophy may be retired if won three times by the same horse.

B. SHOW PLEASURE DRIVING – The Hollybrook Indian Brave Challenge II Trophy, Est. 2007 – This award only includes Pleasure Driving Classes, does not include Classic Pleasure Driving or Carriage Driving. Trophy may be retired if won three times by the same horse.

C. WESTERN PLEASURE – The DAF Amazing Grace Western Pleasure Challenge Trophy, Est. 2005 – Western pleasure classes only to count. Trophy may be retired if won three times by the same horse

D. PARK SADDLE & PARK HARNESS - The Apple Flat Challenge Trophy, Est. 1991 – Park saddle & harness classes only to count. Trophy may be retired if won three times by the same horse.

E. HUNTER PLEASURE – The Virginia Carolinas Morgan Horse Club Challenge Trophy, Est. 2004.  All types of hunter pleasure classes to count.  Trophy may be retired if won three times by the same horse.

F. CLASSIC PLEASURE DRIVING – The Legacy’s Masterpiece Perpetual Trophy, Est. 1995. All types of Classic Pleasure Driving classes only to count toward this award.

G. CLASSIC PLEASURE SADDLE – The Down East Farm Perpetual Trophy, Est. 2007.  All types of Classic pleasure saddle classes only to count toward this award.

H. CARRIAGE HORSE – The Rose Valley Roman Perpetual Trophy, Est. 2004. Points to be accumulated in open and rated shows only in the Carriage Division

I. AMATEUR – The Granada Farm Perpetual Trophy, Est. 1976 – Exhibitors must be 18 years or older on December 1st of the year prior to competition.  Points accumulated in all Morgan and Non-Morgan Classes.  Each amateur is competing with more than two horses, the two highest scoring horses points will be counted toward this award.  The amateur or a member of the amateur’s immediate family must own the horse(s).  The horse may be leased.  If leased, a lease agreement must be filed with the AMHA or USEF and a copy of such lease submitted to the Awards Chairman.

YOUTH DIVISION

A.  W/T/J PLEASURE & EQUITATION 10 and UNDER –  Equitation, Fitting and Showmanship, Lead Line and Walk-trot Equitation classes will be counted.  Open to any rider 10 years and under on December 1st of the year prior to competition. Riders may catch ride any horse for points to count. (This is the only division this can be done in.)

B. EQUITATION/SHOWMANSHIP 11 – 13 JUNIOR EXHIBITOR SHOWING – Points to count in all Equitation and Fitting and Showmanship Classes only.

C. EQUITATION/SHOWMANSHIP 14 – 17 JUNIOR EXHIBITOR SHOWING – The Pine Knoll Perpetual Trophy, Est. 1970 - Points to count in all Equitation and Fitting and Showmanship Classes only.

D. ENGLISH PLEASURE & SHOW PLEASURE DRIVING – JUNIOR EXHIBITOR SHOWING - This award includes all English Pleasure and Pleasure Driving classes; does not include Classic Pleasure or Carriage Driving.

E. PARK SADDLE & HARNESS- JUNIOR EXHIBITOR SHOWING – Points to count in all Park Saddle and/or Park Harness Classes.
F. HUNTER PLEASURE – JUNIOR EXHIBITOR SHOWING – Points to count in all Hunter Pleasure Classes.

G. CLASSIC PLEASURE SADDLE & CLASSIC PLEASURE DRIVING – JUNIOR EXHIBITOR SHOWING – Points to count in all Classic Pleasure Saddle and Classic Pleasure Driving Classes.

H. WESTERN PLEASURE – JUNIOR EXHIBITOR SHOWING – Points to count in all Western Pleasure Classes.

I. CARRIAGE HORSE – JUNIOR EXHIBITOR SHOWING- Points to be accumulated in all open and rated shows only in the Carriage Division.

J. YOUTH ACHIEVEMENT – 13 YEARS & UNDER – The FCL Just A Miracle & Rebecca Jones Challenge Trophy, Est. 2002.  Points accumulated in horse shows, horse clubs, 4-H, trail rides, school activities (per awards chairman discretion) etc. to count. Trophy may be retired if won three times by the same junior exhibitor.

K. YOUTH ACHIEVEMENT – 14 to 17 YEARS – The Statesman’s Ariel Sport Horse Challenge Trophy, Est. 2006.  Points accumulated in horse shows, horse clubs, 4-H, trail rides, school activities (per awards chairman discretion) etc. to count. Trophy may be retired if won three times by the same junior exhibitor.

L. OVER-ALL HIGH POINT YOUTH – The October Lion Perpetual Trophy, Est. 1998.  The highest scoring youth of the 13 years & under and the 14 to 17 years age group. Points earned in Youth Achievement and Equitation/Showmanship to count toward this award.

ADULT & YOUTH DIVISION COMBINED

A. MARES IN HAND - The Saddleback Showgirl Perpetual Memorial Trophy – Est. 2002.  Points to count in all in hand classes, no futurity classes to count.

B. GELDINGS IN HAND – The Hollybrook Magic Man Challenge Trophy – Est. 1999.

Points to count in all in hand classes, no futurity classes to count.  Trophy may be retired if won three times by the same horse.

C. STALLIONS IN HAND – Points to count in all in hand classes, no futurity classes to count.

D. JUNIOR HORSE 4 & UNDER –The Tara’s Valentine Perpetual Trophy – Est. 1976.  Points won by a horse 4 years old and under in performance and/or in hand classes.  Trophy may be retired if won three times by the same horse.

E. OPEN COMPETITION (NON-RATED SHOWS) – The FCL Just A Miracle Challenge Trophy – Est. 2007.  Points to be accumulated in non-Morgan Classes.  Trophy may be retired if won three times by the same horse.

F. WORKING HUNTER OVER FENCES – Points to count in all hunter over fences classes, which includes hunter hack and bridle path hack classes.

G. TRAIL – Points to count in all trail classes including trail in hand classes and/or judged trail rides.

H. DRESSAGE – Points to count all levels of Dressage tests.

I. OVER-ALL HIGH POINT MARE - The Nannette’s Valentine Perpetual Trophy Est. 1983 - Re-est. 2007 – Includes performance and in hand classes.

J. OVER-ALL HIGH POINT GELDING - Reata’s Commander Perpetual Trophy Est. 1978 – Includes performance and in hand classes.

OVER-ALL HIGH POINT STALLION – Waseeka’s Endeaver Perpetual Trophy Est. 1981 – Includes performance and in hand classes.

L.  OVER-ALL HIGH POINT HORSE – The FCL Just A Miracle Overall High Point Horse Challenge Trophy, Est. 2008 - $100 Cash Award – Includes performance and in hand classes.  Trophy may be retired if won three times by the same horse.

II.  To be eligible for competition, the horse and/or owner must meet the following requirements:

A. The owner of the horse must be a paid up member before the first points of competition are earned.

B. Exhibitors may use leased horses.  If leased, a lease agreement must be filed by AMHA or USAE and a copy submitted to the Awards Chairman. The W/T/J 
Division 10 and under is the only division which does not have to ride a leased horse.

III.  In classes with fewer than three entries, one half points will be earned.

IV.  It will be the responsibility of the owner to submit points earned to the Awards Chairman within “three” weeks after close of competition of each show in order for the points to count.

V.  Results must be signed by a Show Official unless the show is a USEF rated show.  The results form must be accompanied by a program or prize list in open or non-rated shows.

VI.  The following must accompany the prize list:

VII.  Points will be awarded as follows:

HIGH SCORE HORSE OF SHOW – 50 Points rated, 25 points Non-Rated Shows.

RESERVE HIGH SCORE HORSE OF SHOW – 40 Points rated, 15 Non-Rated Shows.

CLASS A SHOWS – Triple points regular classes, quadruple points championship classes.

REGIONAL SHOWS – Add 3 points to above, then triple points regular classes, quadruple points in Championship Classes.

GRAND NATIONAL CLASSES – Add 5 points to above and then triple points.  Points will be given to 10th place.

WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP CLASSES – Add 10 points to above and quadruple points.  Points will be given to 10th place.

ALL OTHER SHOWS – As shown above and double championship class points.

VIII.  Scoring of points will begin November 1st and end on October 31st.

IX.  All points won after October 15th must be submitted to the Awards Chairman by the first Saturday in November or as soon as possible.

X.  In the event of a tie in any division, the tie will be broken by declaring as the winner that horse or rider who won the highest number of points at any USEF show in classes counting toward the award for which the tie exists.

XI.  If ownership of the horse should change during the year of competition, points will not be affected if the new owner meets the following requirements:  The new owner must be a paid member of the club or must join within 5 business days after purchase of the horse.

XII.  Presentation of the awards will be made at the Club’s Annual Meeting in November.  Champion through 4th place ribbons will be given in each division.

XIII.  No points won in futurity classes will count towards these awards.

XIV.  If any dispute should arise, the decision of the Awards Chairman will be final.

XV.  All Challenge trophies may be retired if won three times by the same horse/rider depending on the award division.

XVI.  All Challenge and Perpetual Trophies must be returned to the Awards Chairman two weeks prior to the annual meeting or other arrangements may be made to have trophy at the annual meeting.  All Challenge and Perpetual Trophies are to be returned in presentation condition.
